STEP 1 - STUDENT ID #

STEP 2 - APPOINTMENT DATE
Once you have applied for your Student ID # or reactivated it, you’ll need to check your enrollment date* by going to www.cerritos.edu clicking on “myCERRITOS” and type in your Student ID # 
(7-digits). The password is your birthdate (mm/dd/yy). Click on “Student Center” and look under “Enrollment Dates”. 

(* Enrollment appointment dates are usually set on the Friday evening after you have obtained an  ID#.)

STEP 3 – ENROLLING IN CLASS
